End of September:- Warwickshire Restricted Tournaments. 
 
31st October 2012:- Deadline for payment of ‘Nomads’ fees. 

(Anyone not having paid by this date will not be selected for further           
matches until the full payment has been received) 

 
N.B.  Players not able to attend on the 27th May should contact  SUE SPINK  in writing to 
express their interest in being considered for selection.  
It is hoped that by having a more formal selection process, the squads will be a true 
representation of  DEDICATED AND COMMITTED PLAYERS.
